The course will be taught in English as a block course. Various electronic readings will be provided to all participants of the course before it starts.
Students work in the course - written presentations of case studies – will be sent by electronic means to the teacher after the course has been finished.
Aim
The purpose of the course is to inform the participants about the real aspects of modern Russia, beyond stereotypes. The course is taught over two and a half days and covers all essential topics linked to doing business in Russia:
• The historical background
• The history of Russian entrepreneurship
• What you should know about Russian geography
• Cross-cultural management: Dealing with Russians
• The Russian Market: current situations and future trends
• Negotiation tips
• Country generalities
Besides providing tools in identifying cultural dimensions, the lecture is illustrated with real-life examples that give useful cultural hints.
